Using
only emergency power, ham operators will construct and maintain emergency
stations in parks, shopping malls, schools, waterfront and back yards around the
country. Our slogan, "Ham radio works when other systems don’t!" 1t is more
than just words to the hams as they prove they can communicate in many forms
without the use of phone systems, internet or any other infrastructure that can be
compromised in a crisis. More than 34,700 amateur radio operators across the
country participated in last year's annual event.

"We hope that people will come and see for themselves. The communication
networks that ham radio operators quickly create have saved many lives in the past
months when other systems failed or were overloaded.” “In the Tri-City area, the
South Bay Amateur Radio Association, SBARA will be demonstrating Amateur Radio
at Fremont’s Central Park which is conveniently located at the intersection of Paseo
Padre Parkway and Sailway Drive.” SBARA invites the public to come and see ham
radio’s new capabilities and learn how to get their own FCC radio license before
another disaster strikes. Said Al Rendon, SBARAs Affairs Officer.

Currently, there are more than 738,500 Amateur Radio licensees in the United States,
and more than 2.6 million around the world. Through the ARRL’s ARES and
Fremont’s CERT programs, Fremont and other Tri-City ham volunteers provide
emergency communications for thousands of state and local emergency response
agencies, all for free.
